DIRECTIONS: Students who are taking English I, whether it is in Term 1 or Term 2, will read Trevor Noah's young adult adaptation of It's Trevor Noah: Born 
a Crime and complete a short, written reflection that responds to the following prompt: 
The human condition is about what it's like to be human, including our experiences, emotions, and challenges. It 
covers things like love, happiness, sadness, fear, and how we deal with life's ups and downs. What does Trevor 
Noah’s story suggest about the human condition? What do you take away from his memories, and how can you 
apply his lessons in your own life? 
Students should prepare a brief 1-2 page typed essay response using examples, evidence, and quotes from the book where appropriate to develop their 
response. Be sure to format your paper according to MLA guidelines and edit your work using Grammarly before submitting the polished draft to Canvas.
